This
program provides hands-on, experienced-
centered classes in an outdoor setting.
Programs are offered in resident
experiences lasting 3, 4, or 5days during
the school year from September to May.
Special sessions and events are offered with
many age groups and adults, however, the
5th and 6th grade levels make up most of
the student body that participate in our
resident education program.

The Mohican Curriculum is designed to
enhance the curriculum of the participating
school. Our classes include many College
and Career Ready standards and 21st
Century Skills, and many of our classes are
inquiry-based. MohicanSchool's thematic
approach is to create a community where
all aspects of the resident experience help
students develop a sense of responsibility
and stewardship toward the environment.
Teachers from participating schools work
together with Mohican staffin selecting
classes.
